Specifications: New Image Gallery invites artists whose work includes aspects of both photography and
literature to submit entries for the 19" Annual New Image Photography Exhibition, "Light Writing." The
exhibition aims to explore the connection between the literature of words and the literature of
photography. Work may not exceed 45" in any direction, including frame, due to size of exhibition
panels and pedestals. Work must have been completed within the past five years, and not previously
exhibited in New Image Gallery.

Juror: Anna Cox is a writer and an award winning visual artist. She exhibits her photography nationally
and internationally in cities such as New York, Toronto, Chicago, Los Angeles and Boston. Her writing
has appeared in The Chronicle of Higher Education and the anthology, "P.S.: What | Didn't Say." Her
latest project combines writing, letterpress and photography: benevolentvirus.org. She is an Assistant
Professor at Longwood University.

Entry Procedure: Selections will be made from jpegs on a CD no larger than 72 DPI, size no larger
than 800 x 800 pixels, no smaller than 400 x 400 pixels. Label images with artist's name, title, and entry
number. A non-refundable fee of $5 per j-peg, for up to ten images, must accompany your entry. Make
checks payable to New Image Gallery. Complete and return the entry form and notification card below,
and include a stamped self-addressed envelope for slide return and notification of results.

Entry Deadline: Your entry must be received by March 1, 2010.

Conditions: Work accepted for the exhibition must be received by March 31 and must remain until the
closing date of April 30. Accepted work must be framed and ready to hang and other materials should
include installation requirements and must be sent in re-usable packaging. Include a completed return
shipping label and a check or money order to cover costs of return shipping. Hand-delivery and pickup
may be arranged.

Liability and Insurance: Work will be insured at the valuation stated on the entry form while in the
possession of New Image Gallery. New Image Gallery and James Madison University cannot be
responsible for damage done by shipping, inadequate packing procedures, or negligence by the entrant or
shipper. (Please do not ship glass.)

Awards: Participants will be considered for one-person exhibitions and/or workshops and lectures.
