Country Journal



Purpose: To learn about technology in another country and share your findings informally with your peers.   

Scope:  Pick and research a country’s technology.   Not later than the end of the first week, pick a country and get approval from the instructor before beginning.  Emphasize a country that you do not know.  Start your journal with what you expect to find about your adopted country’s technology.  All articles and websites should be less than 2 years old.  At least once a week, read an article or website about your adopted country, and then type in your journal a summary of the article or website and your thoughts (include a link or other documentation;  Note:  library links DO NOT work, therefore you must include the full reference, not a link).  Conclude your journal with a statement or two about what you have found overall.  I have found that those who try to do this assignment at the last minute work will not do a good job. 
Meaning of Adoption:  I deliberately use this word in order to for you to have a certain sense of responsibility that goes beyond mere documentation. I usually receive lots of questions on “what I want.” My stock reply is that it is not what I want but what you want to show me in your adopted community/country.   Adopting someone means: need on the part of the person adopting, responsibility, care, and hopefully understanding and love later on. Certainly, knowledge. This assignment should go beyond clichés.

Presentation:  Choose any media that they find most comfortable with to share with your peers about the country you have journaled.  Post it as self-contained stand-alone for your peers on the discussion board.  Be original.  Then read 2-3 of the other posting and start or continue an online conversation.
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
