Application fee: $120 and can be paid with a credit/ debit card








Have your transcript mailed to the State Board





BBA Students:  You will need to wait until a bachelor’s degree appears on your transcript and you have grades posted for at least 24 semester credits in accounting (ACTG prefix courses only.  BLAW and COB 241/2 do not count toward the 24 credits)





MSA Students:  If you already completed the BBA program, you can register anytime in the spring semester.   You do not have to wait for the master’s degree or spring grades to be posted on the transcript.
