ALL APPLICATIONS MUST BE COMPLETE AND SUBMITTED NOT LATER THAN 5PM WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 1, 2008. NO LATE OR INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS WILL BE CONSIDERED. 

The process for admission to a College of Business major program (BBA degree) involves two steps.

A.) Step One: You are eligible to apply for admission to a College of Business major, working toward a BBA degree, when you meet all of the following criteria:

1.) You have attained (or are working toward and expect to attain) a cumulative GPA of at least 2.800 (rounding is not used) in all course work at JMU at the time of your application; AND
2.) You have attained (or are working toward and expect to attain) a cumulative grade point average of at least 2.800 (rounding is not used) in all ten 100- and 200-level BBA core courses (COB 191, COB 202, COB 204, COB 218, COB 241, COB 242, COB 291, ECON 201, GECON 200, and MATH 205 or MATH 235 or MATH 231 or GISAT 151) completed at JMU and/or another approved college or university prior to the semester in which you want to enroll.
3.) You have successfully completed at least 45 credit hours at JMU and/or other approved colleges and universities.


You will be provisionally admitted to a College of Business major if you meet all of the above criteria. Your provisional admission to a College of Business major allows you to register for COB 300 (by override only) and/or 300-level courses required for the BBA degree and your major. You will not be allowed to register for any 300-level BBA courses or receive provisional admission to any BBA program unless you meet all of the above criteria.

B.)
Step Two: Your actual enrollment in any 300-level BBA course and your formal admission as a College of Business major will be contingent upon your meeting the following criteria:

1.) Your academic record at JMU continues to show a cumulative GPA of 2.800 or higher (rounding is not used); and 

2.) You have completed all 100- and 200-level College of Business BBA core courses and their prerequisites at JMU and/or other approved colleges and universities with a cumulative grade point average of 2.800 (rounding is not used) prior to the semester you are registered for COB 300 and/or 300-level courses and;

3.) You have successfully completed at least 56 but not more than 70 credit hours at JMU and/or other approved colleges and universities prior to the semester you are registered for COB 300 and/or 300-level courses.
You will be dropped from COB 300 and/or 300-level College of Business courses if you do not meet all of the above criteria at the start of the semester for which you are seeking admission.

C.) This application does not automatically satisfy the admission requirements to a specific BBA major. A student must meet both the College of Business requirements and the requirements of the major in which he/she seeks to enroll.

E.) Deadline for submission of the College of Business Admission application is Wednesday, October 1, 2008, 5PM for Summer session 2009. The SIGNED application, along with a current degree progress report (via e-campus) is to be submitted to the College of Business Academic Services Center (Showker Hall, Room 205). NO LATE OR INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS WILL BE CONSIDERED.

You will receive notification via e-mail indicating whether or not your application has been approved prior to registration for the Summer session 2009.
NOTE: Each student is allowed to apply only twice for admission to the College of Business. Admission for a subsequent semester is not automatic; each student must reapply.
