Topics include the methodology of economics as a social science, supply and demand, definition and measurement of important macroeconomic variables and theoretical models of growth, inflation, interest rates, unemployment, business cycles, stabilization policy, exchange rates and the balance of payments.

ECON 201. Principles of Economics (Micro).


3 credits.
Topics covered include supply and demand, consumer choice, economics of the firm and industry, production, costs, distribution theory, international trade, comparative economic systems and the philosophy of economics.
