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FACTS*: Malaria is a deadly mosquito-borne disease. Africa spends more than $12 Billion a year fighting malaria. Productivity and economic growth are severely impacted every year. More than 780,000 died from malaria in 2009, mostly children and pregnant women. Roughly half a billion people are afflicted in 106 countries in Africa, Asia and Latin America. Every 45 seconds, a child dies from malaria. Children under 5 account for 85% of malaria deaths. Almost 2000 people die in Africa daily from malaria. Malaria plagued Europe and North America as recently as 60 years ago, and was eliminated.
