Minimum Eligibility Criteria

Charles Skeens Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship must be a College of Business major with a demonstrated commitment to a career in business. The selection of a student as a Charles Skeens Scholar will be based on a review of what the student has done and is doing to prepare for a career in business.

Craig C. Bram & Kimberly Gooch Bram Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship must be an academically outstanding undergraduate student in the College of Business.

Elizabeth & Melvin Eldridge Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship should have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.500, be a rising senior with a major in the College of Business and have demonstrated leadership and citizenship capabilities.

Gregory W. and Linda Weiss Cross Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship must be a resident of Virginia, a major in the College of Business, with a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.000.

Heath-Mullin Family Scholarship
This scholarship is intended to benefit a JMU student who is a Virginia resident with a major in the College of Business.

Jacqueline V. McGhee Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship is intended to benefit a rising senior majoring in a College of Business program. The student must have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.250, demonstrated outstanding leadership ability and dedication to service.

John “Jack” McNelis Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship must be a student in good standing with a major in the College of Business.

Philip Wade Hall Memorial Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship shall be a student who is majoring in business and is a resident of Virginia.

Zane D. Showker Business Scholarship


This scholarship is intended to benefit a College of Business student with a minimum 3.000 cumulative grade point average. The recipient is a junior or senior with a demonstrated aptitude for business and who has displayed outstanding leadership in the College of Business.

Robert D. and Susan J. Reid Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship must be a declared major in a College of Business program, demonstrating both high academic achievement and financial need. The recipient also should demonstrate leadership and citizenship capabilities.

The recipient of this scholarship must be a rising sophomore or higher, must have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.500 and must be majoring in a College of Business program. The recipient should have demonstrated leadership and citizenship capabilities, as well as demonstrated financial need as determined by the University Office of Financial Aid and Scholarships.

Boehm Family Scholarship

Ferguson Family Scholarship

This scholarship is awarded to an outstanding undergraduate student scholar enrolled in the College of Business who demonstrates need for financial assistance, as determined by the University’s Office of Financial Aid and Scholarships. Student must be a resident of Augusta County, VA or the City of Staunton, VA at the time s/he is considered a candidate for this scholarship.

Jay B. Keyser Scholarship

The recipient of this scholarship must have a minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.000, with a major in the College of Business and must demonstrate need for financial assistance, as determined by the University Office of Financial Aid and Scholarships.

Madison Business (“Young Guns”) Scholarship
The recipient of this scholarship must a student in the College of Business in good standing academically and with demonstrated financial need, as determined by the University Office of Financial Aid and Scholarships.

Norm Kuhl Memorial Scholarship
