Five Steps in International Student Teaching Application Process

Applications to student teach at an international site require the candidate to complete a five pronged process:  application to student teach; request for endorsement from program/department to student teach at an international location, completion of the short term program application through the Office of International Programs at James Madison University and completing the application process for placement in an international setting through Global Student Teaching.   
The following steps are required:

1. Request and receive endorsement from your program to student teach internationally.  Application information is available at the following address under “Application Guidelines for Student Teaching in an International Site”.  http://coe.jmu.edu/esc 
2. Register your intent to student teach internationally, with Global Student Teaching*
