
Guidelines for Applying for International Student Teaching Assignment Sponsored through Global Student Teaching 
Please note the there are multiple steps involved in this process.  You will need to complete all forms for the Education Support Center and College of Education International Student teaching process, all forms for Global Student Teaching (two steps – Intent to apply and the actual application), and all forms for JMU Office of International Programs. It is your responsibility to make sure the forms are completed in a timely manner.   Submit the completed application materials packet (Items 1 through 3) to your Department Chair for review.  
Application Guidelines for Student Teaching in an International Site

1)  Submit a one to two-page essay stating why you are a good choice for an international student teaching experience. This letter will also be used for the Global Student Teaching application submitted online.  In your letter, you should address

a.  how this experience will be value added to the field experiences you have already had in your licensure program

b.  the personal and professional skills and knowledge you bring to an international student teaching experience, especially those that will allow you to be successful in this experience.( GST will require a photograph to be submitted with their online application)
2) Submit at least two letters of recommendation from program instructors and field supervisors with direct knowledge of your performance in field placements (PreK-12 classrooms),   These letters must address the skills, knowledge and dispositions you bring to this experience that will enable you to be a successful student teacher in an international site. (For Global Student Teaching, you will need to include an email address for each of your references.)
3) Submit a copy of your most recent transcripts for review by the Department Chair:
a. a cumulative GPA of at least 3.0 is required 

b. an Education Coursework GPA of at least 3.0 is required

4)  Interview with your program’s Department Chair or designee to discuss your application and your purpose in completing your student teaching at an international site.
 5) Access, complete and submit student teaching application, indicating your interest in having an international student teaching assignment as one of your placements with all required documents to the Education Support Center according to published timelines http://coe.jmu.edu/esc/

Fill out short term- program application on Office of International Programs

Selection Criteria for student teaching at international sites:
1) Student academic record (3.0 or higher)
2) Student record of professional dispositions

3) Quality of recommendations for persons with direct knowledge of fieldwork performance
4) Quality of the student essay 

5) Quality of interview with Department Chair
