GEOL 399: Field Geology; 6 credits  May 18 - June 26, 2010 

Field Course in Ireland is the JMU Geology & Environmental Science capstone 
course and combines study-abroad experience in western Ireland with a modern 
approach to field geology education and preparation for geoscience professions. 

Accommodations: 
Lodging features 4-person rooms with private shower; sitting, dining and lecture rooms; laundry 
facilities. Evening meals are provided by catered staff. Leisure time activities include cultural trips 
(western & Northern Ireland), hiking, kayaking, swimming, basketball, etc. 
Fees & Application information: 
Fees include tuition for 6 credits (~ $1600 for Virginia students and ~ $4300 for out-of-state students) 
plus a supplemental fee of ~ $2300 (all subject to change). Fees cover most food, lodging and 
transportation within Ireland; airfare not included.  
Admission deadline: Nov. 2; late applications accepted through early 2010, until the course is filled.
