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An Accusing Student of an alleged sexual assault

has the following rights…
1. The right to choose to have a support person and/or attorney present to advise and provide support.  (The support person must be a student, faculty or staff member selected from the university community).

2.  The right to be informed of the results of the judicial proceeding.

3.  The right to be present during the entire proceedings (except for closed judicial deliberation).

4.  The right not to have his or her past history discussed during the hearing,

     except as it relates to the specific incident in question.

5.  The right to relate his or her account of the incident and to make a “victim 

      impact statement.”

6.  The right to request a change of residence or class.
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
