We will be visiting France and 
England, and performing in the 25th Anniversary London New Years Day Parade.  In addition to great 
performances at the largest New Years event in the world, we will also have an opportunity to visit some 
of the phenomenal sights of London and Paris, including: 
 

Buckingham Palace, Westminster Abbey, The Houses of Parliament, St Paul's Cathedral, the Tower of 
London, the shopping streets of Oxford Street and Regent Street, as well as Piccadilly Circus at the heart 
of the theatre district, the Eiffel Tower, Notre Dame, Conciergerie, Versailles, The Louvre, L'Arc de 
Triomphe, and Grands Boulevards.
