Summer Work—Hall Improvements

We hope you are having an enjoyable summer but also are looking forward to getting back on campus. When you return, we hope you
will notice the projects that have been completed since you left. Here are some of the improvements we have made:

e Gifford, Dingledine and Hanson were totally repainted. Doors have been refinished in Hanson as
well.

® The wardrobes and dressers in Huffman and Hanson were refinished.
e The Spotswood front steps have been replaced.
® The siding has been replaced for McGraw-Long.

® The floor tile has been replaced in White, which allowed us to install new beds, mattresses and suite
furniture.

® The card access systems have been upgraded for Hillside, McGraw-Long, and Bell halls.
® The underground water piping system between the two towers of Chesapeake has been repaired and replaced.

® The bathrooms have been renovated in Poplar, Maple, Spruce and Phi Mu, a new sorority moving into the former Cedar house.
In addition, this building has new dual temperature piping to improve the efficiency of the AC system.

® Many of the air conditioning units have been replaced in Rockingham.

® We have added carpeting to all of the hallways in the Hillside Area. The Shorts TV lounge also has new carpeting.
o Hillside Hall has a new roof, and the Ashby porch roof has been replaced.

® Shorts has a new fire alarm system.

o The Skyline Area now has a sand volleyball court.

® The air handling units and controls have been replaced in Chandler Hall.

® New dual temperature piping for the AC system has been installed in Dogwood, Magnolia, Oak and Willow. A new upgraded
fire alarm system has also been installed in these houses, completing the upgrade for all of the Trees.

® The courtyard area between Eagle, Shorts, Chandler, and Showker has undergone a complete renovation, with new lighting,
more green space, walkways and the installation of a pergola with tables and benches.

Housekeeping has totally cleaned each room and hall, waxing floors and cleaning windows. There has been miscellaneous painting, con-
crete repairs, and routine maintenance performed in and around all of the residence halls. Facilities Management staff and our own
summer facilities assistants have visited each room on campus to make repairs to furniture, fix faulty equipment, and generally help us
prepare for over 6,000 residents this fall. We've been busy with end of the year billing and the appeals that come from that process,
relabeling key boxes, completing RCFs, and getting ready for opening the halls for another year.

Perhaps the project that has kept us the busiest this summer has been working with the contractors, archi-
tects, and engineers to get Wayland Hall ready for the fall semester. This will be our first LEED certified
(Platinum) residence hall if all goes as planned and the building has been renovated for students interested
in the visual and performing arts—there are practice rooms, a studio, a performance space, and art gallery.
We are looking forward to your feedback after you take the tour—we are furnishing the building with some
new types of furniture (both in the bedrooms and lounges). The exterior of the building has been land-
scaped with native and sustainable plantings—it is a beautiful space.

We're just about ready for move in day! We have made it our goal this year to get to know you better, so
please make our office a routine stop when you come by Huffman. We want to hear your ideas for improving your hall and community.

reduction of single occupancy vehicles and reduce traffic
congestion.

Reducing the total number of vehicles will also provide a safer
and more pedestrian-friendly campus. In addition, the public
transit system will run more efficiently.

The navigation changes include the addition of four gates,
reconfigured parking lots around portions of the Bluestone area
of campus, some bike lane and crosswalk modifications and the
addition of a bus staging area near Godwin Hall.

The gated portion of campus will be closed from 7a.m. to 7 p.m.
Monday through Thursday and from 7 a.m. to 1 p.m. on Friday.

Here are some guidelines when visiting FYI: S
e Always sign in when you visit. Write your name, hall, position, and the date of your visit. 60

e Place your bags and coats at the front.

e Chat with the PA working. They love to have visitors and helping people use the center is what they are there

e Limit the number of copies to 15. If you have more than 15, please coordinate in advance with your AD, or Community

Activities Board.

e Printing is limited to 5 color sheets and 10 black and white sheets. Please coordinate in advance with your AD, Community

Activities Board if you need more than that.
e Do not use copier, printer, or computer for personal use.

e Please use no more than 10 sheets of specialty paper, especially at the holiday times. Use a DPO or Community Activities

Board dues to request large amounts, reams, or large packets of construction paper.
e Always, always, always clean up after yourself! It will keep FYI looking great and the PAs and housekeepers happy!
e If you need to laminate something that will remain up all year, please consult with a FYI staff member.
e No Mac-bashing in FYI! We love our Macs and are happy to help you learn to use them.

The person to whom the permit is issued is re-
sponsible for the proper use of the permit and all violations related to its use on university owned, operated or
leased property.

e Police escorts are available 24 hours a day. Cadet escorts are available during evening hours. To request
an escort, contact the Office of Public Safety at 86913.

e Hall Directors may park in any resident lot at any time.
