UREC POLICIES FOR SPORT CLUB EVENTS

The University Recreation Center (UREC) is a controlled access facility.  Sport Club Participants can use the center as space permits for their event/competition.  All participants must adhere to the guide-lines that have been established by University Recreation.

ACCESS

a. 
All Sport Club Participants must enter and exit through the Welcome Center. 

b.
All Sport Club Participants are required to stay in the activity areas to which their event is taking place, the Atrium or the Courtyard.  

c.
Participating in other areas (i.e., lifting weights) during a Sport Club event is not allowed.   In the event a Sport Club Participant is found using another area they will be asked to report back to their activity site.  In the event this is repeated, the incident will be documented and the individual will be asked to leave the UREC facility.

GENERAL POLICIES PERTAINING TO ALL UREC FACILITIES

a.
Appropriate attire is required to participate in all UREC facilities.  Upper body garments are required in all activity areas except the pool and the gymnasiums.  Garments, which discreetly cover the lower body are required.

b.
Closed toe athletic type shoes free of debris are required in all activity areas except the pool.

c.
Individuals whom are engaged in play are not permitted to wear hats in the gymnasium, racquetball courts or the multi-activity center (MAC).

d.
Jewelry and personal articles which may cause bodily injury or damage equipment is prohibited in all activity areas.

e.
Food/Beverage

Food and candy is allowed, but restricted to the Smoothie Bar, Atrium and Courtyard.  The only beverages approved in activity areas are water or sport drinks in a re-sealable (screw-on or pop-top), plastic sport bottle.  This includes hallways with satellite equipment, table tennis, etc. and locker rooms.  Persons with medical conditions may be exempt from this policy.

f.
Gum is not permitted in UREC.

g.
Profane or indecent language will not be tolerated.

h.
Spitting or intentionally creating other health hazards will not be permitted.

i.
Fighting is not permitted.  In the event this happens, the incident will be documented and the individual or individuals will be asked to leave the UREC facility.  
j.
The possession of alcohol, illegal drugs, tobacco or tobacco substitutes is not permitted on any UREC, Memorial Hall, Memorial Fields, Veterans Baseball Stadium and the ISAT Turf or JMU properties.  Individuals found using any of the above will be asked to leave the facility immediately.
k.
No animals are allowed on any part of UREC, Memorial Hall, Memorial Fields, Veterans Baseball Stadium and the ISAT Turf (except guide dogs).  Individuals with dogs will be asked to remove the animal from the facility
l.
Bikes, skateboards, and roller blades are not permitted in UREC.

POOL SPECIFIC POLICIES

There is a ratio of 50 pool participants to one lifeguard enforced during UREC pool hours. In addition, the maximum number of participants in the shallow end at one time is 50. Due to these safety standards the Associate Director for Facilities and/or the Aquatic and Safety Coordinator may:

· Limit the number of groups allowed in the pool at one time.

· Assign specific times for groups to use the pool.

General Pool Rules

1.  
All participants must shower before entering the pool.

2.
Entering the water will be permitted only when a lifeguard is on duty.

3. 
Sport Club Participants must be in proper swim wear.
4.
Use of the sauna or the Jacuzzi will be at the UREC Lifeguards discretion based on number of participants not associated with Sport Club event.
6.
NO DIVING…..Due to the lack of a diving well and shallow depth, diving is not

permitted in the pool.  Sport Club Participants who are caught diving will be asked to stop.  In the event this is repeated, the incident will be documented and the individual will be asked to leave the UREC facility.
7.
Recreational swimming equipment is not permitted in the shallow end.



8.
No running or horseplay is permitted in the pool area.

9.
No horseplay such as diving off someone’s shoulders is permitted in the pool.

10.
Any Sport Club Participant who is caught violating pool policy and procedures will be asked to leave the pool area immediately.

Equipment Use

a. Sport Club Participants are not permitted to checkout UREC equipment, unless a UREC staff member has authorized it.  If you need to utilize UREC equipment, all requests must be made through the hosting Sport Club Executive Officers or the Coordinator of Sport Clubs and Youth Programs.

b. The visiting Sport Club is liable for all damages resulting from utilization of equipment and facilities.

Property Damage, Violation of UREC Policies

a. 
Any Sport Club Participant found guilty of damaging property or violating any other UREC policy might lose all privileges.

b.
Any Sport Club Particiapnt found guilty of damaging property will be held accountable for those damages.

c.
All incidents will be documented, a copy will be filed and dealt with through visiting schools Sport Club Coordinator.

Emergencies Procedures/Incidents

a. All UREC medical and evacuation procedures apply.

b. In the event a Sport Club Participant is injured while at UREC, an accident report will be filled out and a copy will be accessible through the Coordinator of Sport Clubs and Youth Programs.
c. In the event that a Sport Club Participant is in violation of University/UREC policy, a written incident report will be given to the Facility Coordinator, Coordinator of Sport Clubs and Youth Programs and the visiting schools Sport Club Coordinator.
