Considered An Out-of-State Undergrad?
The following is how VA is paying JMU for your tuition and fees:

School certifying officials must report the actual tuition and fees charged to a student’s financial account by the Business Office for each semester.  For Fall 2009, out-of-state tuition is $7933 and fees are $1755*.  Since the out-of-state tuition charges are over the state tuition cap, VA uses the lesser of the two, which is the Virginia cap ($326/credit hour).
Example #1: Suzie is taking 16 credits for the fall semester and is charged out-of-state tuition.  She’s at 100%.  VA will pay JMU 16x$326 (or $5216) for her fall tuition and $1755 for her fees.  Since the $5216 is less than the $7933 charged for tuition, there’s a $2717 difference, for which Suzie will be responsible.  She’ll receive $1057/month for her housing allowance and $666.72 for the book/supplies stipend.  
Example #2:  Peter Piper is taking 15 credits for the fall semester and is charged out-of-state tuition.  He’s at 60%.  VA will pay JMU 15X$326X60% ($2934) for his fall tuition and $1755x60% ($1053) for his fees.  Since the $2934 is less than the $7933, there’s a $4999 difference, for which Peter Piper will be responsible.  He’s also responsible for the difference of the fees, which is $702.  He’ll receive $1057x60% ($634.20) for his monthly housing allowance and 15x$41.67x60% ($375.03) for the books/supplies stipend.
*$1755 is the base fee amount charged to all students.  We can also report the orientation fee, on-campus housing internet fee, and on-campus housing contract fee to VA.  In addition, we can report any fees that are REQUIRED by your major, such as the fees attached to some nursing major classes.  Please note that the state fees cap is $3840.
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Transfer of Credit

For those who wish to continue their education while away from JMU, here are some suggestions and policies to be aware of:

1. Be sure to verify that the school you wish to attend (physically or online) is institutionally accredited by an agency approved by JMU’s Office of the Registrar.

2. Have a signed permission form in place, so that your work, time and financial expense do not go unrewarded.  This can be found here: http://www.jmu.edu/registrar/wm_library/permission_to_transfer_credit_form.pdf
3. Not all courses will transfer, so be sure to include course descriptions when you request permission to take the course.

4. Only grades of “C” or better can be transferred.

5. You will receive credit only for work done away from JMU. Transfer credit does not figure into your JMU GPA.  Courses will show up on your transcript with “CR” in the grade column.

· Payment of monthly housing allowance MAY be authorized during the interval between Fall and Spring semesters.  If the student wants this payment – nothing special needs to be done.  VA determines eligibility and payment will be made with 1st BAH payment for Spring.

· Entitlement will be charged for interval pay (this payment reduces by one month the total # of months the student receives benefits).

· Students may request not to receive interval payment to preserve entitlement.  This MUST be communicated to school certifying officials when requesting benefits for Spring.

Once JMU receives the tuition and fees money from VA electronically, there will be a delay of up to a couple weeks before the money is credited to the student’s account.

The books/supplies stipend is based on how many credits you take each semester.  It’s $41.67 per credit hour.





The MAXIMUM you can receive for books and supplies is $1000/year.





So, if you received over $500 for Fall 2009, you’ll receive less than $500 for Spring 2010.   Example: Bill enrolled in 18 credits for fall and is at 100%.  He received $750.06 for his books and supplies.  He takes 17 credits in the spring but only receives $249.94.

Note – Once Post-9/11 benefits are transferred to dependents 18 years or older, VA requires the dependents to call to make changes to their address, set-up direct deposit, and inquire about the status of VA benefits.

*If you know that you’re going to make changes to your schedule that result in the number of credits changing, please wait until your schedule is finalized.   If the changes you plan on making do not result in the number of credits changing, then you can go ahead and submit the form to us.
