· Current undergraduates who will enroll as full-time undergraduates for the next (i.e., 2018-19) academic year

· New transfer students for the spring 2018 semester who will enroll as full-time undergraduates for the following academic year
Available Scholarships:

The Scholarship Selection Committee awards based on availability of funds and determines student eligibility based on award criteria.  You can review criteria for scholarships awarded through this application by going to http://www.jmu.edu/scholarships/current-students.shtml and sorting for awards by the ‘Financial Aid and Scholarships’ department.
Many scholarships require both academic merit and financial need:

To receive consideration for need-based scholarships, interested students must file a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) in addition to this application.  The first day you can submit your 2018-19 FAFSA is October 1 of the prior year, but you must file by March 1 to receive priority consideration for need-based assistance.

Scholarship Recipient Profile:

While the individual scholarship criteria do vary in regards to organization participation or demonstration of leadership qualities, academic achievement is an important factor in the decision process for all scholarships.  Nearly all scholarship recipients have over a 3.0 cum GPA, with the majority having over a 3.5 cum GPA.  This information is intended solely to provide guidance when considering submission of an application.  It does not guarantee a scholarship for those in the identified range, nor does it disqualify a student for consideration when academic performance falls below a 3.0 cum GPA.
Students already receiving one of the prestigious merit-based admission scholarships (e.g., Thomas A. Dingledine, Second Century, Madison Award for Academic Excellence) are still eligible to apply.  Please note, however, that due to our limited availability of scholarship funding, existing merit-based awards are taken into consideration when comparing qualified applicants.
