The Virginia Department of Conservation & Recreation (DCR) has issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) for the 2007 Water Quality Improvement Fund (WQIF) for nonpoint source water quality improvement grants. The purpose of the Virginia Water Quality Improvement Act of 1997 is to restore and improve the quality of state waters and to protect them from impairment and destruction for the benefit of current and future citizens of the Commonwealth of Virginia.  The purpose of the WQIF is to provide water quality improvement grants to local governments, soil and water conservation districts and individuals for point and nonpoint source pollution prevention, reduction and control programs.

Funding will be targeted to projects that focus on the restoration of streams that fail to meet state water quality standards, or that support protection or restoration of other priority waters such as those containing critical habitat or drinking water sources.

Total Anticipated Funding Amount: Approximately $3.5 million in funding is available for distribution statewide. The award range is a $25,000 minimum and $200,000 maximum for all eligible projects. Projects are expected to have at least a 50% match of the total project costs of in-kind or cash contributions (at least 1:1 match).
Deadline: by 5:00 pm on May 15, 2007 or postmarked by this date and time.
