STARS, the Science and Transcendence Advanced Research Series, is now accepting applications for the first round of planning and research grants.  STARS is a program of the Center for Theology and the Natural Sciences (CTNS) in Berkeley, California, an affiliated center of the Graduate Theological Union.  The goal of STARS is to sponsor research by small teams of scientists and humanities scholars on the ways science, in light of philosophical and theological reflection, points towards the nature, character and meaning of ultimate reality.
Total Anticipated Funding Amount: initial awards of 20 planning grants of $20,000 each; up to 27 grants totaling $1.3 million. The grants will be awarded in three stages. Eligibility: Grants will be awarded on a highly competitive basis to qualified research teams of between 2 and 6 members. These research teams must include at least one scientist and at least one humanities scholar.  Priority will be given to young scientists with outstanding potential who are relatively new to interdisciplinary research. 
Application Deadline: May 1, 2007 (for the $20,000 research planning grants).  
Note: Grants from STARS do not include overhead for institutions and/or other organizations with which the applicant is associated unless negotiated with the STARS Program Director in writing in advance, i.e., during the application process.
