IACUC TRAINING:
Investigators are ultimately responsible for compliance with all applicable regulations.  All personnel using animals in research must be adequately trained to perform the procedures. This is essential for minimizing pain or distress in laboratory animals.  Details of animal care are provided in the Guide, including feeding, watering, sanitation, macro- and micro-environmental temperature, humidity and ventilation, and facility design.

The IACUC training certification is only valid for a 3 year period.  The Sponsored Programs Administration’ office maintains a roster of all investigators/researchers that have completed training within the past three years. 

All individuals handling animals for research and/or instructional purposes must comply with the following requirements.  

· Must have a current tetanus shot.

· Take the required tuberculosis skin test each year throughout the duration of the project and provide proof of compliance.

· Agree to wear the following protective gear when handling animals: lab coats, surgical gloves or other hand protection, and facemasks when appropriate.
In signing this document, I acknowledge that I have read this entire document, that I have had an opportunity to ask questions, that I understand and agree to the terms stated above, I am familiar with the PHS and NIH guidelines and regulations regarding animal research, and I will continue to follow all stated guidelines.
