Sample Consent Guide for Telephone Surveys

For telephone surveys, the interviewer reads from a "script"* written on the survey document. The script contains a comprehensive, thorough, succinct, description of the study and includes the relevant elements of informed consent - in narrative form. The interviewer solicits any questions the potential subject may have and answers them. The interviewer directly asks the person if he/she agrees to participate in the survey. Finally, the PI documents on a data sheet: (1) that the script was read; (2) the individual was offered the opportunity to ask questions; and (3) the individual agreed or declined to participate in the study. The script must be submitted to the IRB for approval prior to its use in the study.)
