CONSENT FORM – CONFIDENTIAL RESEARCH
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Used when…

· Subject is being interviewed

· Subject is being recorded (audio/video)

· Face-to-face interaction between researcher and subject

· Identifying information is being collected from subject (name, ss #, race, etc.)

Things to look for…

· Consent Forms must be written at an eighth grade reading level

· There should be a signature block for the researcher(s) and the participant
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· Information must be presented to enable persons to voluntarily decide 
whether or not to participate as a research subject

· Include a statement that explicitly states the human subject:

· Understands what is being asked of them as a participant in the study 

· Has no outstanding questions regarding his/her participation 

· Is willing to participate 

· The consent statement should also indicate that both parties will retain a signed copy of the form. 

** If participants are under the age of 18, the following consent forms may be
     required:
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· Parental Consent

· Child Assent (Ages 7-12)

· Youth Assent (Ages 13-17)
