2. Integrity: Abides by workplace policies and laws and demonstrates honesty and 
reliability 
 
Objective: The student will follow classroom rules and learn about integrity. 
 
Activities:  
1. Use social stories to teach benefits of following the rules and being honest. 
(Students can write and illustrate stories related to concepts of integrity.) 
 
2. Set up situations related to honesty and integrity and role play options. 
 
3. Use “The Boy Who Cried Wolf” to demonstrate negative consequences of 
dishonesty.  
 
 
Objective: The student will exhibit characteristics of honesty and reliability. 
 
Activities: 
1. Given classroom or school accelerated reader (AR) program, student will 
independently chart books read and tests passed. 
 
2. Given responsibility to take “items” to a designated staff member, the student 
will demonstrate reliability by delivering all intended items to the designated staff 
member without additional cues.
