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What is the Strategic Instruction Model™ or SIM™?

The Strategic Instruction Model™ (SIM™) is an integrated model of research-validated practices to address many of the needs of diverse learners.  It is primarily focused on adolescents.  SIM™ has been developed through rigorous, on-going research at the University of Kansas, Center for Research on Learning (KU-CRL) since 1978.  The KU-CRL was founded in 1978 with the mission of dramatically increasing the performance of at-risk students through research-based interventions in grades 4-12.  That mission has never changed.  The strategic Instruction Model is made up of the Content Enhancement Routines and The Learning Strategies Curriculum

The CLC promotes the understanding that some students need increased intensity and experiences of instruction to learn critical skills, strategies, and content in secondary classes.  The purpose of this continuum is to ensure that students are equipped with the literacy skills and strategies necessary for success in the general classroom.
