DISCUSSION
Dual Level Course Policy Revision
Kristi Shackelford reviewed the revised dual level course policy (attached). The course numbering system is outlined in the revised policy and clarification is included that courses offered at dual levels may be no more than one level apart, with the exception of performance courses in music. No undergraduate courses numbered below 400 may be taught as dual-level courses. The syllabi for dual level courses must show that higher quality and/or additional work is required of the students enrolled at the graduate level to ensure the additional rigor of graduate work as required by SACSCOC. The registrar has generated a list of dual-level courses offered for fall. This list will be sent to academic unit heads for verification that syllabi include the additional expectations for graduate students enrolled. Graduate program directors were requested to inform their academic unit heads about this requirement.  This audit will be conducted for the spring semester as well.
