Transferring PI

When vertebrate animals are euthanized for the purpose of obtaining tissues or are involved in a project-specific antemortem manipulation, an approved JMU IACUC protocol is required.

IACUC protocol approval is not required for postmortem tissue collection when the following criteria are met:

· Tissue is collected postmortem from animals that have been humanely euthanized under an approved JMU IACUC protocol; and

· The collection of tissue does not alter the approved primary protocol procedures in any way; and

· There are no antemortem manipulations or changes in the primary protocol in anticipation of the secondary postmortem use (changes in the primary protocol must be addressed as an amendment to the original protocol or with a revised application).
Receiving PI

Occupational health and safety principles require that personnel using animal tissues know the hazards associated with their work, understand how these hazards are controlled, have safe practices, and use proper personnel protective equipment and supplies. The use of fresh or frozen animal tissue may pose a risk to the health of researchers and technicians through animal allergies and the transfer of disease (zoonoses). The PI must ensure that prior to beginning research involving fresh or frozen animals and/or animal tissues, personnel/students are familiar with the health risks associated with the species of origin involved. PIs receiving tissues from animals infected with biohazardous agents must obtain appropriate approval from the JMU Institutional Biosafety Committee.
