Admission to Computer Science

CS is not an open major at JMU. BRCC students’ admission status upon transferring is based on the initial course
placement at JMU: Students who begin after CS 159 are fully admitted, while students who begin in CS 149 or CS
159 must apply for full admission upon completion of CS 159. Students who complete CSC 221 and CSC 222 with
grades of B or better are positioned to bypass CS 159 and enter JMU as fully admitted majors. For complete
admission requirements, see Admission to Computer Science.

Mathematics Placement

All students in the AS Science Program complete at least one semester of calculus (MTH 263). Your first step as a
science major is to work with Academic Advising to determine your mathematics placement. Placement into
mathematics courses is based on multiple measures. Students should work with an advisor to determine
which mathematics course is the best entry point to the program. MTH 161, MTH 162, and MTH 263 are

all possible entry points, however, direct placement into a course above MTH 161 requires advisor
approval.

Students considering a career as a computer scientist with the U.S. government (including DoD, NASA, etc.) must
complete more math courses than the minimum requirements for a B.S. degree. Recommended calculus sequences
for these students are MATH 235-236 (MTH 263-264 at BRCC). Please Note: Students not wishing to take calculus
Il must take 4 credits of CS General Education elective in its place.
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
