General Assembly Update

Mr. Charles King, Senior Vice President for Administration and Finance gave an update on the General Assembly session recently completed.  (Attachment G)

2009-10 Tuition and Fees
Mr. Charles King, Senior Vice President for Administration and Finance presented the proposed tuition and fees for 2009-10 and the factors impacting the proposal.  On motion of Mr. Hartman, seconded by Mr. Rivers, the 2009-10 tuition and fees were approved as follows:

Virginia Student (academic year)

Tuition & Fees $3,734     Comprehensive Fee $3,510     Room & Board $7,386

Non-Virginia Student (academic year)

Tuition & Fees $15,866    Comprehensive Fee $3,510    Room & Board $7,386

Graduate (per credit hour)

Non-Virginia Student $890

Dr. Linwood Rose, President, presented information regarding the current public policy on the funding of higher education in Virginia.  (Attachment H)

Mrs. Lodal suggested the board consider strategies to address the public policy funding issue of higher education.  Dr. Gunter requested that Dr. Rose and Mr. King explore the current avenues and perspectives for further consideration at a future meeting.   Mr. Foster also suggested a joint meeting of representatives from the board of visitors from across the state.

Rector Gunter then called for the board to move into Closed Session.  Mr. Hartman made the following motion:  “I move the Board go into closed session to discuss the following matters:  1) pursuant to Virginia Code Section 2.2-3711 A-1, to discuss personnel matters involving promotions, retirements, hiring, resignations, salary adjustments, and status changes of various faculty members, administrators and appointees, as well as the award of tenure to faculty members; and 2) pursuant to Virginia Code Section 2.2-3711 A-3 of the Code of Virginia to discuss the acquisition/disposal of real property.”

The motion was seconded by Mr. Rivers and the Board moved into closed session.
